World Sailing has continued to make steady progress
towards the targets of Agenda 2030. A clear review of
these targets is managed by the World Sailing Sustainability
Department and reviewed by the Sustainability Commission.
Progress is updated at six-month intervals and revisions
made every two years. Progress and target dates have been
both influenced and impacted by the Covid-19 pandemic,
and 2023 was the first fully operational year since 2020.
Targets that have ‘Not Been Started’ status are being
reconsidered or reprioritised.

In 2023, the priorities were driven by either the time
associated with a target or operational areas where limited
progress had previously been made. Specifically targets
across Technical, Events and Members operational areas
were prioritised during the year.

Progress for the Venues and Facilities operational area
though appearing significant were limited. Objectives
moved from ‘Not Started’ to ‘In Progress’ status but were
subject to prioritisation of objectives deemed of greater
importance during 2023.

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Equipment Quality Scanning Project
The importance of equipment
quality in sustainability

Within the Olympic Classes, equipment quality and manipulation
have been identified as being both key to delivering fair sport
and sustainability, both of which impact the cost of Olympic
campaign costs.

World Sailing infroduced 3D equipment scanning at events in
2023 to test for modifications, irregularities and any indication of
manipulation. The data also identifies variations in build shapes
and ensure manufacturers are delivering replicable products.

The scanner was trialled using iIQFOIL equipment af the Paris
2024 Olympic Sailing Test Event.

Ensuring equipment complies with the rules allows riders to keep
boards for longer and reduce waste.

Regular surveys relating fo equipment purchasing habits and user
profiles help inform the focus areas and indicate where choices
have been influenced by the scanner learnings.

The Equipment Recycling Hub run in partnership with the
World Sailing Trust and METSTRADE, was successfully
trialled at the 2023 Allianz Sailing World Championships.

Competitors could safely deposit hard-to-recycle sailing
equipment — such as carbon fibre, glass fibre, blocks and
other fittings, rope and clothing.

The Equipment Recycling Hub resulted in a greater
understanding of the equipment recycling needs of a large
sailing event. The data gathered will define priorities for
World Sailing to support in the longer term.

ltems collected were showcased at METSTRADE in
November 2023 to raise awareness of the issues around
the recyclability of sailing equipment within the wider
marine industry.

A roundtable with manufacturers and industry experts was
organised fo create an open dialogue around the future of
sailing equipment.

World Sailing’s emissions are calculated utilising a hybrid
approach of both raw data and financial. The organisation’s
carbon footprint is verified by One Carbon World. One Carbon
World (OCW) is a recognised resource partner in the Climate
Neutral Now initiative launched by UN Climate Change in 2015.
Currently the scope 1 & 2 emissions are compensated for with
UN Certified Emissions Reductions, carbon credits.
